General Summary 
Texas Conservation Alliance (TCA) is seeking interns who are passionate about protecting Texas wildlife and 
their habitats. TCA’s Careers in Conservation Internship Program helps train future conservation leaders of 
Texas. Participants work alongside TCA’s seasoned conservation professionals and experience the frontlines of 
saving wildlife and their habitats in the state. Internship projects vary, but the opportunity to develop 
technical acumen, exercise transferable skills, and cultivate conservation leadership is integral to every TCA 
experience. 
 
Selected candidates will work with TCA staff to implement wildlife conservation projects. The 10-week 
internship offers opportunities to make positive impacts on wildlife and provides valuable, hands-on learning 
experiences and professional development opportunities applicable to future careers in sustainability and 
conservation. 
 
Potential Projects: 

Organize wildlife habitat restoration events:   

Restoring degraded wildlife habitat is critical to the conservation of species. Interns will research 

opportunities, build community partnerships, and coordinate event logistics. Potential projects include litter 

pollution removal from Texas waterways, planting native plants, removing invasive species, and reforestation 

through community tree-planting events. 
 

• Research conservation opportunities, build community partnerships, and coordinate event logistics. 

• Promote community engagement in wildlife conservation through events, presentations, and social 
media. 



• Build partnerships with other organizations to deliver collaborative conservation initiatives 

• Coordinate all aspects of volunteer events, including marketing, logistics, communication, and 
documentation, with assistance from mentors and TCA staff

Increase awareness and engagement with the East Texas Outdoors website by leveraging digital platforms, 
fostering community involvement, and organizing recreational and environmentally focused events that 
showcase the region’s natural beauty and outdoor opportunities.

• Distribute promotional materials such as flyers, rack cards, and posters. 

• Organize and lead outdoor events at featured locations from the website. Examples of activities: Hiking 
and biking tours, paddling adventures, and birdwatching.
